 There are a wide range of different materials e.g. felt. 

 Fabrics can be joined using different techniques e.g. gluing, 

stapling. 

 A template is a shape used to help in cutting out shapes. 

 Appliqué is when you attach a decorative fabric item onto another 

piece of fabric by e.g. gluing. 

 Finishing techniques can be used to improve a product.

New Knowledge: 

 To sew is to join pieces of fabric with stitches by hand or by 

machine. 

 Fabrics can be joined using different techniques such as sewing 

(running stitch), gluing, stapling. 

 A running stitch is a simple stitch consisting of a line of small 

even stitches. 

 There are different finishing techniques e.g. painting, fabric 

pens, sequins, buttons. 

 3D textile products are made using a template to create two 

identical shapes. 

 Some fabrics are now environmentally friendly as they can be 

reused, recycled or are decomposable.
