 Creating with Materials 

 Colours can be changed. 

New Knowledge: 

 There are different types of paint; poster paint, powdered paint, 
acrylic paint and watercolour. 

 There are three primary colours: red, blue and yellow. 
 Primary colours cannot be made from mixing other colours 

together. 
 Colours can be mixed and blended to make new colours. 
 Primary colours can be mixed to make secondary colours. 
 Shades are created by adding black to a pure colour. 
 Collage means ‘to assemble and attach’ different materials 

together. 
 Paper and other materials are layered to create different collage 

effects. 
 Objects and materials can be joined with glue, masking tape, 

sellotape.
